College. 

There will be no replacement or repair to the Chromebook device by Leeds City College.  It is the 
responsibility of the student to ensure that the Chromebook is operational and fully charged at all 
times.  The Chromebook has a 1 year warranty which must be registered and managed by the 
student. 

It is the responsibility of the student to replace the Chromebook in the event of any theft of the 
device.
